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Application Part 2: Narrative Description

1. Project Description
e What building are you restoring?

Eureka, Nevada is one of the best preserved of Nevada’s mining boom towns. The very gradual decline in
the town’s fortunes is primarily responsible for the unusual state of preservation of the town. There was
always just a little money coming in to keep things in repair; but not enough money to tear down the old
buildings and replace them with new ones.

The Eureka Masonic Lodge is a good example of a historic building preserved well enough to keep it
from falling down, but also in need of repair.

The building, owned by Eureka Lodge #16 F&AM, still meets underground here, and holds the
distinction of being the only Lodge in America to still meet below ground level.

The members of the Lodge have opened 11p the Main Street level of this building in hopes of restoring it.

The main floor of this building consists of three separate rooms. Most of the main floor has sat vacant for
decades. One of the rooms was last occupied in the 1990s when a Thrift store occupied it. The other two
rooms haven’t been occupied for a lot longer than that.

The basement of this building is fully finished. The basement is used by the local Lodge for their monthly
meetings to this day.

Currently the new business, Country Cottage, occupies the main room. This business opened in
September 2023 after Eureka Restoration Enterprise obtained funding from several sources to
restore this large room. This grant will help renovate the two other rooms in the building in
addition to restoring the exterior brick walls and parapet.

e What is the historical significance of the property?
The local Lodge members still hold their monthly meetings underground and this Lodge holds the
distinction of being the only Masonic Lodge in America that still holds their meetings in the basement of
the building. Freemasons describe themselves as a fraternity of like-minded men who try to make each
other better by performing community service and fundraising efforts for local families.

The Eureka Masonic Lodge has an illustrious history dating back to 1872 when Eureka flourished with
gambling and prodigal spending and every other door on Main Street was a saloon ... andwas
considered to be a typical fiontier mining eamp, according to late Masonic historian C.V. Tonence. The
Masons, during this period, recognized the “crying need for the inauguration of necessary reforms” and
shared the desire to create order out of this wicked confusion” Torrence wrote. On September 19, 1872, a
charter was issued, granting Eureka Lodge No. 16 all the rights and privileges of Masonry.

On April 19, 1879, fire destroyed most of Eureka on the east side of Masin Street, including the Lodge
room the Masons shared with the Odd Fellows and Knights of Pythias. In 1890 the Masons purchased the
old American Hotel, the building of which they now own are we are hoping to restore.



There have been several attempts at restoration and over the years the brick has failed, both interior and
exterior. Some items of historical significance were repaired though, most notably the hurricane lamps
now found in the basement where the Masons meet. For many years these lamps sat in a heap in the back
room. In 1960 some of these oil lamps were replaced with electric wiring. The fancier silver-colored
lamps were left as oil-burning lamps. These lamps are now hung in the finished basement where the
Masons still meet. The restoration of the lamps is an example of how, historically, members of the
community came together to support the efforts of the Masons along with the Eastern Star.

Eureka Restoration Enterprise has proven that restoring old buildings will help promote and
revitalize communities especially when combined with collaborative efforts that include small,
promising, new or existing businesses.

The main floor of the building has been occupied by varying types of businesses throughout the
years: the US Post Office, a barber shop and bath house, the dry good store known as Maher and
Manion (of which a mural from the 1880s is still visible on the exterior wall facing Clark Street),
and a tinsmith shop in the rear corner of the building.

e How do you propose to restore it and who will be doing the work?

We have had several contractors inspect the building. We will have All-American Masonry, a
Reno-based business that specializes in in brick restoration, conduct restoration on the brick
exterior. We will have Reyman Brothers Construction, based in Sparks, repair the interior back
room, including the floor beams and wall repair. Other contractors to be included are Alex
Crouch Mill Rite, out of Elko, who will replace the ceilings in two rooms. We will have a
licensed contractor, per State of Nevada requirements, install plumbing, electrical and HVAC.
We have a local painter that will restore the original wood floor, paint the walls and ceiling, and
install flooring, windows, and doors where needed.

e What is the timeline for the project?
This project is a long-term project, 12 months. We consider this project to be “shovel-ready’
meaning as soon as we successfully acquire funding we can start the restoration process.

Eureka County does not have zoning or building permit requirements and does not have a
building department. Because we do not have to apply for and wait for approval prior to
construction, we are able to begin construction as soon as funds are available. We do have to
comply with State of Nevada requirements for HVAC, electrical and plumbing and are in
contact with licensed contractors who have provided quotes to help us build our budget.

e Who holds the title to the property?
The Masonic Lodge is owned by Eureka Lodge #16 F.&AM (Free and Accepted Masons). The
property was deeded to them in 1957 by the F &AM 1.0.0O. F. Hall Association. In 1948 the
property was transferred to IOOF Hall Association by the local Judge in a Trustee’s Deed in July
of 1948. The Eureka Lodge #16 operates as a 501C8 under the umbrella of the Reno Grand
Lodge. They are considered to be a fraternal organization per their IRS status.



2. Building Use/Community Involvement

The Masonic Lodge ground floor renovation will be used by two local businesses. The main
room of the building was recently renovated and us currently being used by Country Cottage, a
small business which opened in September, 2023. This is a small gift and quilt shop. Originally
the shop was designed to showcase merchandise for sale by local artists. The space was also
going to be used for artistic classes, including quilting, crocheting, etc. This planned gift shop
and classroom had better than expected results. As a result, the gift store needs more room as
morc than 40 local vendors arc displaying their merchandise in the space. Likewisc, the
classroom space is also too small for the number of participants who come to the shop weekly
for various scwing and crafting activitics.

The ground floor of the Masonic Lodge has three separate spaces available. The main room,
which was in phasc onc of the renovation project, and a back and side room. The side room has
Main Street store front access, which will be ideal for a small floral shop or farm-to-table space.
The back room, which is accessible from the main room will be used as much needed
classroom/quilt shop. The combined main room will be used exclusively for the gift shop. This
set up will be ideal as the gift shop has Main Street access and fantastic storefront windows.

The responsibility for management of the building and the programs will be shared between
Eureka Restoration and Country Cottage. The Eureka Masonic Lodge has the lease agreement
with Eurcka Restoration and as the non-profit organization responsible for the renovation project,
they will also maintain oversight of the building. Country Cottage will maintain responsibility
for the activitics and programs associated with the building once the renovation is complete.

The community has been so very supportive of this project. During the Phase I renovation, many
of the community members were curious about this old building that has sat vacant for decades.
Local mining companies began donating to the project as well as a local utility company. The
initial fundraising cffort generated curiosity, then once the project started, the activity in and
around the building really generated éxcitement and interest. Once the renovation allowed for
the business/classroom to move in, the community support has continued to grow. There are
currently forty local vendors displaying their products in the space and new ones come in on a
weekly basis. The weekly classes are well attended and the newest class has so many people
interested that we may need to have two different classes to accommodate the interest.

The building is also attracting a lot of tourists. First and foremost, the building is home to the
only known Masonic lodge in the United States that still meets underground (in the basement).
The curiosity of this organization and its history draws a lot of attention. Second, they cute
country storc setting is a rcal attraction for pcople passing through one of the cutest and remote
towns along Highway 50.



3. Project Support/Financial

What specific contributions have been provided toward the project from the
community and/or other sources? Eureka Restoration Enterprise began seeking funding
for restoration of the Masonic Lodge in March 2023. As of March 2024 we have received
$45,220.00 in contributions towards our renovation project. These cash donations were
received from local mining companies, Mt. Wheeler Power Company, Ormat
Technologies, Sierra Nevada Construction, Eureka County Recreation Board and
individuals from our community.

What grants and additional funding (last three years), including amounts, has the
organization received or will receive for this project? Eureka Restoration Enterprise
has applied for a Rural Business Development Grant through USDA Rural Business
Development Grant Program ($99,999). We have also applied for funding through the US
Dept. of Agriculture’s Strategic Economic and Community Development priority. This is
a set-aside grant program for qualifying entities. It is part of the RBDG program, but may
give us priority due to our proposed use (Farmer’s Market) that will provide local
producers an opportunity to sell their goods. We should know our outcome by the end of
June 2024, We have applied for the T-Mobile Hometown Grant ($50,000). We plan to
present our project to Nevada Gold Mine’s Community Development Committee
(Launched in September 2020, these committees provide an opportunity for two-way
engagement between local stakeholders and NGM, helping to ensure that mutually
beneficial partnerships are formed in order to bring about long-term sustainability to
communities). Eureka is part of the program’s reach and we plan to ask NGM to match
our earnings. We estimate that we will approach NGM in the fall of 2024.

What additional contributions are projected to complete the project? Eureka
Restoration Enterprise is planning four fundraising events in 2024 to help with funding
this project. We have a dinner, raffle, and music scheduled for the end of March 2024.
We will also be providing tours of the building as part of our promotion. OQur goal is to
raise $5,000. On July 4™ we plan to sell hotdogs and hamburgers at the annual parade
and downtown event. We estimate we can make $2,500. We plan to sell BBQ tri tip at the
annual Eureka County Fair in August (possibly $2,500) and then will earn some funds
from the annual Art Wine and Music Festival set for September 21 ($5,000). We hope to
bring in $15,000 through these various events.

How will your facility sustain itself financially in the future? The building will be
maintained through a collaborative effort between Eureka Restoration Enterprise, the
small business Country Cottage, and the local Masonic Lodge. ERE has a 5 year lease
allowing ERE to use the building rent-free while ERE pursues and manages restoration
fund-raising efforts. Currently Country Cottage and the Masons split the power and water
bill. Eureka Restoration Enterprise is currently working on obtaining property insurance
through EH Hursh Co. (see letter in supplemental materials). The local Masonic Lodge
have not obtained insurance for the building due to its dilapidated state, especially due to
the condition of the side and rear room. ERE will obtain property insurance during the
lease period (see copy of lease as submitted in supplemental materials). Rent will be



collected by Country Cottage for use of the workshop space when used as a classroom by
other teachers/instructors. Rent will also be collected from the sale of goods and from
vendors (table rental) selling their goods at the Farmer’s Market. This rental money will
be used to purchase the insurance.

Country Cottage is responsible for rent collection of the classroom and ERE is
responsible for rent collection from the Farmer's Market. Rental monies will be used
towards maintaining the building.

A collaborative effort between the Masonic Lodge, ERE, and Country Companies will
maintain the building

Evidence that you can implement the project and maintain a viable program in the
future, Eureka Restoration Enterprise successfully implemented a similar program and
project in 2020-2021 when they restored the Charles Lautenschlager building. We are
following a similar program by occupying this building with a new business and a
community space. The business is a Farmer’s Market and the community space is a
classroom. Rent will be collected by ERE. ERE has an agreement with the local Masons
to utilize the upper (main floor) of the building for five years rent — free. ERE is
responsible for maintaining the main floor during this period.

4. Planning

include planning.

Who will participate in the planning? Our project does not include planning.

Who will coordinate it? We will not be implementing planning in this project.

How will the community be involved? Eureka Restoration Enterprise is currently
working with several community groups. These groups include the UNR Extension
Office, our local Garden Club, the Elko County Garden Club, Eureka Business Network,
the small business Country Cottage, and the local Masonic Lodge members.

o I am working with regional groups from Ely and Elko to help in the planning
portion of the Farmer’s Market. Eureka Restoration Enterprise is currently
licensed as a producer/vendor through the Nevada Department of Agriculture.
This enables ERE to organize a local farmer’s market this summer with the
intention of creating interest and excitement in the project. The idea is to move a
traditional Farmer’s Market held outside this summer into a brick-and-mortar
location next year.

o We are working with the Eureka Business Network, a local non-profit
organization to help recruit vendors for the Farmer’s Market and to help promote
the classroom space.



1. A paragraph describing the current or intended future use of the property and a
cultural center programming.

This project is the renovation of the historic 1880 Eureka Masonic Lodge. The building is owned
by Eureka Lodge #16 F&AM. In 2023 a collaboration was formed between ERE, the local
Masonic Lodge, and a new small business, County Cottage to renovate this building.

Country Cottage, a sewing retail shop, currently occupies one of the three rooms on the main
floor.

The cultural aspect of our project is to create a workshop-classroom in one of the three rooms on
the first floor. The proposed use of the third room is a brick-and-mortar farmer’s market.

The classroom-workshop will provide a large workspace for community members to work on
their own sewing projects. The renovation of this room allows Country Cottage to expand their
business by adding workshops to their business plan.

ARTICLE 4
Purpose

The purpose of the corporation will be to improve, restore and revitalize the blighted, deteriorating,
and vacant areas of Main Street in Eureka, Nevada.

This organization intends to operate as a 501¢3 non-profit in accordance with IRS regulations. The
activities and functions of this organization center around historic preservation while maintaining
Eureka’s unique historic identity.

One of the corporation’s key goals is to lessen the burden on our local government by raising funds
for public improvement projects that the County cannot afford. These projects include creating
more parking out of vacant lots, maintaining and enhancing open-spaces, and organizing and
promoting various community-based beautification projects.

The corporation intends to work with local school children and educators to help create a historic
display highlighting local community founding families. For example, a vacant lot will serve as a
parking lot with the perimeter utilized as a walk-around museum with artifacts and educational
displays that highlight Eureka’s past mining era.

Through funding and logistical assistance from the corporation, a local art class will help turn an
empty alley into a retreat for visitors complete with locally-made signs, sculptures, and benches,
The corporation will coordinate efforts to encourage children to help plant, paint, and clean up
some of the currently unused space in town.

9. A detailed report on current CCCHP grant status (if applicable), as well as the outcome
of previous CCCHP or CCA grants (if applicable):

Eureka Restoration Enterprise currently does not have a CCCHP grant.

Eureka Restoration Enterprise received a CCCHP Grant for the fiscal year 2019-2020.We
received $150,000 in the first round to restore the 1879 Charles Lautenschlager building on Main
Street in Eureka, Nevada. In the second round we received another $24,000. Our budget was
estimated at $287,931.00. We were able to successfully complete our project within the required
time frame. The CCCHP grant, along with other donations and grants, helped us complete the
restoration of the building. It now is occupied by Economy Drug, the Eureka Depot, and a
community meeting space known as the Lani & Repetto Dance Hall. The meeting space is used
for 4-H meeting, paint nights, birthday and Christmas parties, and area mining meetings. The
building is equipped with high-speed internet and a smart tv allowing for Zoom meetings and
instructional videos. Rental income helps ERE maintain the building.

Re: Eureka Masonic Lodge Historic Restoration

Thank you for the opportunity to assist in a historic restoration of the Eureka Masonic Lodge

on Main Street in Eureka, Nevada. Our team’s first task was to perform an assessment of
existing conditions to inform stakeholders of procedures required to stabilize the building and
honor the original design and intended use of the structure. My architecture firm, along with
Brett McElhaney of McElhaney Structural Engineers were happy to visit Eureka and do an

initial assessment of current conditions and recommendations to execute a complete historic
restoration of the building. We believe the building could be restored in phases and understand
this would make it a more feasible project allowing restoration to be phased based on availability
of funding.

It is our understanding the building was built in 1880. There is a main level, partially occupied
and a basement that is fully occupied. Our report is focused on restoration of the main level

and only work in the basement that is needed to stabilize the existing structure. The building

is masonry with several wood structures added for access and stabilization. The style of the
building is typical of civic buildings built in the area, from that specific time period. | would
classify it as American West Renaissance style. A small floor plan, showing existing layout of the
main level of the building and photographs of areas addressed in this section of the report are
included.

Phase one of the restoration should be structural stabilization. This report includes measures
that will need to be taken to structurally stabilize the building and prevent any further
deterioration. This phase could also include removal of trusses at the main floor level, which is
not necessary to stabilize the building but would allow access to the back room and make the
entire building fully occupiable.

After the building is stabilized, based on observances and preliminary recommendations from
the structural engineer that are part of this report, other areas that should be considered for
restoration include re-pointing the entire exterior brick facade. The exterior has charming

and intricate brick patterns that should be preserved and re-pointed to ensure that feature is
prominent on the exterior of the building into the future.

Based on photos of the existing roof, specific roof repairs in the structural report need to be
addressed as soon as possible. After those repairs are made a full roof replacement should be
scheduled for sometime in the next 3-5 years.



The front windows on the main street side are single pane, steel windows in acceptable
condition. Regular maintenance should be enough to ensure their longevity. Windows on both
the south and north side, near the back of the building have been removed and replaced with
plywood or steel shudders. There were also, originally, several doors for access in this area.
Since there are no known photographs of the sides of the building, when it was originally
constructed, my recommendation is to match, to the best extent possible, the existing steel
entrance door and windows at the front of the building.

Other aesthetic upgrades to the exterior should include remove and replace the front wood
4" board, above the front windows, that is assisting in structural tie-in, under the star shaped
washers. A decorative steel panel that is symmetrical to the entire building and matches the
style, color, and aesthetic of the steel windows would be an inexpensive way to maintain the
existing structural integrity and also honor the original architecture.

A wood finished panel wall covers the entire back of the building. This is not original and was
installed to assist with structural stabilization. It would be very costly to remove this panel and
replace with something that could stili maintain structural integrity. Since it is at the back of the
building | would recommend to repair or replace existing wood panels and paint an artistic,
historic mural on the wall that will mask the obvious addition. Finishing the corners with brick
or steel and painting the entire wood panel to tie in better to the existing building would be an
acceptable solution that would not sacrifice the historic integrity of the building but also be a
financially feasible solution.

There is also a wood structure added on the south side of the building to enclose the existing
stair access to the basement. This stair enclosure was not original to the building. At the
moment it does not support or enhance the historic design of the building and is highly visible
from the front side of the building. This enclosure is not required for building stabilization. But,
removal is not possible because of its necessity for basement access. My recommendation,
when funds are available, would be to replace this enclosure with a structure that is more period
appropriate and includes a decorative steel door. | would also add windows to let natural light
into the stairway and match the aesthetic of the original building. Our office will be happy to
provide design drawings for the structure replacement.

Interior, adaptive reuse, plans should include removal of any existing, non-historic light fixtures
and replacement with period appropriate fixtures. The fixtures that have been installed in the
main occupied space are a good example of period appropriate fixtures, that can be matched
for the rest of the space.

After the structural trusses are removed the back room should be finished in period appropriate
finishes which would include hard wood, tongue and groove flooring, tin or plaster ceilings,
plaster walls, decorative wood, base and crown trim, and period appropriate light fixtures.

In the front room on the north side of the building that is currently being used as storage, the
false ceiling should be removed, existing hard wood flooring repaired and refinished, and all
walls should be patched, repaired and repainted. This area would be an appropriate place to
install an ADA rest room to serve the entire main level. There is currently not a bathroom on the
main level. Although a rest room was not original to the building in this location, if installation

is not near the front facade, and does not block front windows, it's addition would do nothing

to compromise the historic integrity of the entire building. Our office will be happy to provide
construction documents for this rest room addition.

At the back of that space there is a boarded up door and window. | recommend replacing both,
